MATHS AND ENGLISH COMPETITIONS 
Students in years 3-7 are invited to participate in the Uni NSW       
English and Mathematics competitions for 2018. Such competitions 
provide an opportunity for students to gain a measure of their own 
achievement in an external testing situation. It provides teachers, 
parents and students with comprehensive reporting of results in the 
areas of English and Mathematics.   
Dates for the test are as follows: 
¶ English¹Tuesday 31st of July 

¶ Mathematics¹Tuesday 14th of August 
All students receive a certificate and an individual student report, 
indicating which questions they answered correctly and their score 
compared with the rest of the students tested. The tests are an   
excellent tool for highlighting your child½s strengths and  weaknesses. 
The UNSW certificate and individual student report are also suitable 
for your child to include in a portfolio. 
 

High quality UNSW certificates are awarded for each year level as   
follows: 
¶ High Distinction to the top 1% of entrants 
¶ Distinction to the next 10% of entrants 
¶ Credit to the next 25% of entrants 
¶ Participation to all other participating students 
 

To enter your child in these tests please complete the tear off slip and 
return it (with payment) to the front office by Wednesday 20th June. 

MID-YEAR REPORTS 
As part of our reporting cycle, student reports will be sent home to 
all families at the end of this term. These written reports provide 
information about how your child is progressing towards achieving 
their year level standard at the half way point of the year, as well as 
information about how they are developing as successful learners. 
Some classes are trialling a new report format this semester. The 
information contained in the new format is the same as previous 
reports, but we are trialling it to see if it is a more streamlined and 
user-friendly format. We welcome your feedback on the new look if your 
child½s teachers trial it. 
When you receive your child½s report, please take the time to read it, 
and talk about it with your child. Ask them about what they think the 
teacher comments mean, and focus particularly on comments that 
point out what they do well and what their next learning steps are. 
Celebrate successes and progress. Discuss their learning goals. Talk 
about improvements to be made and if they know how to go about 
making those improvements. 
Included in all report envelopes will be a return slip  ̧please sign it to 
acknowledge that you have read your child½s report, and return it to 
the class teacher in the first week of Term 3. There will also be some 
feedback questions as part of this acknowledgement slip that you are 
invited to answer.

Hello everyone, 
I hope you are well. The cold weather is setting in and there seems to 
be a lot of colds and flu around. Here are a few ideas to help avoid 
getting sick: 
 
* Wash your hands regularly with soap to avoid germs being spread 
for you and for others around you. 
* Get plenty of sleep. You need more sleep when you½re feeling under 
the weather, so your body has a chance to fight any bugs and to help 
you recover.  
* Build up with healthy food. Eating plenty of fresh fruit and vegeta-
bles supports your immune system. And that½s a lot easier than 
fighting off the flu.  
* Work out. Working out regularly enhances the immune function.  
* Stay away. Keep your distance from people displaying symptoms like 
sneezing and coughing.  
 

If you already have a cold or flu, here are some ways to get better 
quicker:  
* Take some alone time. Stay home and take care of yourself. You½ll 
recover quicker, as well as not spread the germs to others.  
* Watch your symptoms. If it goes from a simple sniffle to a raging 
sickness, it½s best to contact your doctor.  
* Drink plenty of water. It½s important to keep your body hydrated and 
help flush out germs.  
* Dispose of all used tissues. As soon as you have used a tissue 
throw it out and wash your hands, so that you don½t carry any of the 
germs. If you keep using the same tissue, you may be furthering the 
cold.  
 

Here is a drink recipe I use to help ward off colds and also help with 
recovery if I get a cold:  
 

Remedy for colds and flu 
2 tablespoons apple cider vinegar  
A squeeze of fresh lemon juice 
1 teaspoon of honey (optional) 
Fill up glass with water and drink!
